We will continue to take on such challenges for the sake
of fulfilling our mission with a proactive stance that does
not fear change. That, more than anything else, is the
sentiment that has driven the passing down of our
founder’s spirit over time.

For the sake of realizing the prosperity of the people that
leads to state prosperity

and for the sake of the Tokyo and Japan of tomorrow,

we will achieve the prosperity of the state through the
prosperity of enterprises.

Together with members of enterprises and communities,
the challenge of TCCI will continue.
